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The Attitude and Behavior of University Youth towards Active Citizenship: A Field
Study for Yarmouk University Students

Abstract

This study aims to identify the attitude and behavior of university youth toward citizenship. The study
sample 300 female students from Yarmouk University. An electronic questionnaire was distributed to them and
the SPSS statistical analysis program for social sciences was used.

The study concluded that the attitude of Yarmouk University student towards active citizenship and that
there is a positive direct relationship between the student citizenship orientation and their behavior and that the
more positive thoughts and behavior , participation in volunteer work is considered one of the means that
enhances citizenship among university students due to the variables of gender and statistics between the attitude
and behavior of the student due to the variables of gender and college.

One of the most prominent recommendations reached by the study is to focus on volunteer’s social work
courses through teaching, conducting courses, seminars and charitable volunteer field work.
